We present here excerpts from Rum Shouries’ book
"Missionarles in indlia” where in the respected outhor
propose five tests which wouid help in assuring the nation
thot missianories have notionol interests ot heort

e further present ports of on interesting question -
onswer session show the outhour hod with missionaries
in an Allkindic meeting of ol Churches in indlia.
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has actually inlemalised the new
openness and humility which it has
proclaimed.

Similarly, dave/opments in
vanous sciences have caused a
sea shift in whal is sustainable and
what is not in regard to creahon,
evolution, the division between man
and other forms of lfe, between
mind and mafter.
